TIKE (Toddler Info Kept for Emergencies) Update  
 

The Ohio Council of the National Association of Insurance Women International (NAIW) 

contacted the Ohio Insurance Institute (OII) seeking co-sponsorship of its annual project.  This 

project, called ñTIKEò (Toddler Info Kept for Emergencies), is a child safety seat sticker.  The bright 

neon green sticker is to be placed on the bottom or back of a child safety/booster seat to assist 

emergency personnel in identifying your child should an accident disable the adults riding in the 

vehicle.  The sticker provides emergency and medical contact information.  The Ohio Council of 

NAIW has been supporting the distribution of TIKE stickers since March 2003.  In May of 2005, a 

second partnership was developed with MetLife Auto & Home Insurance Company to produce the 

stickers for their agents.  In 2009 MetLife re-issued the stickers in a bright red format and updated 

the press releases to the agents in an ongoing distribution program.  The NAIW logo is prominently 

displayed on the MetLife stickers.   

 

On the back of the sticker is the following story, which serves as the basis of the program:  

ñIn 1995 a six-month old boy was involved in a head-on traffic collision while riding with a relative.  

The driver was left unconscious and the boy suffered a life-threatening head injury that required 

immediate surgery.  Police did not know the childôs identity and were only able to trace his parents 

because an address book was located in the wreckage.  Valuable time was lost due to this delay.  

The boy was airlifted to a nearby hospital for emergency brain surgery.  He has since fully 

recovered.  This sticker is to be placed on the bottom of your childôs car seat to assist emergency 

personnel in identifying your child should an accident occur which disables the adults in your 

vehicle.ò

  TIKE continues to be promoted on a nationwide basis and has been translated into a Spanish 

version by the OII.  Over 500,000 stickers have been distributed.  Interested individuals can also 

request the green TIKE stickers by emailing ohionaiw@aol.com   through their website or they can 

also be requested from the OII through their website at ww.ohioinsurance.org. Individuals or 

companies can order in any quantity, either for personal use, or a larger number to distribute to 

new parents, agents, fire, police or EMT departments, hospitals, day care centers or customers, 

etc.  The stickers are provided at no cost.
